23.  STORAGE 
  
Councillors had been unhappy to see the Pavilion at Lavare Park used as a storage area 
for JFC property.   The Club had discussed ways of storing its equipment and wanted to 
ask the Council’s approval for a secure and waterproof storage area, such as a shipping 
container, to be sited at the Church Street Recreation Ground to store all its equipment.  

Councillors agreed to discuss the request at Planning and Property Committee on 12th 
September, when details and the size proposed would be known. 
  
The hard training area was discussed and would be discussed formally by the JFC’s 
committee later in the evening.  The indication was that the Club thought the size of the 
existing hard area was too small, and for a new area to be of use it should be double that 
size.  The Club preferred to train on grass but recognised the difficulties when the area was 
wet; just one ill advised training session could ruin the area for a few weeks.  However, if a 
suitable hard training area were provided the Club recognised that a charge would have to 
be made for its use.  It was AGREED that the JFC would formally reply in time for the 
matter to be discussed at the Planning and Property Committee. 
  
The annual five a side tournament was discussed, particularly in the light of the costly 
damage inflicted to the Recreation Ground due to very bad weather.  It was AGREED that 

the arrangements for the next event would be discussed with the Council on 21st 
November. 
  
It was agreed the meeting had been very constructive and useful and the Chairman 
thanked everybody for attending and closed the meeting at 7.25 pm.
